Street

banners, planters, festivals like Marda Gras,

advertising and promotions, and providing

information and advice are some of the things we

do. The BIA advocates on issues like streetscape

improvement, development, public investment,

transportation and parking, etc. We also work

with other BIAs on issues like business-friendly

policies and tax fairness. The BIA is governed by a

Board of business representatives who are

elected at the AGM.  The board sets the BIA’s

budget, which is mostly funded by a levy on

businesses that is administered by the City of

Calgary.
