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What’s a BIA?

Business Improvement Areas (BIAs) are business organizations that work to improve and
promote a district. They are established by City Council in response to an initiative by businesses
in a specific area. All businesses within the boundary are automatically members of the BIA.
There are 15 BlAs in Calgary. Marda Loop BIA was one of the first, established in 1984. There are
thousands of BIAs and like organizations in North America and worldwide.

The BIA is governed by a Board of business reps who are elected by members at an Annual
General Meeting. The board sets the BIA’s budget, which is mostly funded by an annual levy on
businesses that is administered by The City of Calgary.
